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“Fear not” (Shakespeare). Those two words foreshadow the common relationship between the novel, The 12th Night and the movie, Some Like it Hot. In the book, Viola who pretends to be her brother Sebastian bravely puts herself into serious situations where she falls in love with Orsino and gets admired by Olivia, whom Orsino loves. But as we have experienced from Shakespeare’s style, there always have to be an obstacle that falls in the middle of the lovers’ way. Similarly, Billy Wilder has applied this style to the movie where the misunderstandings and problems between the lovers had to be solved before being united in harmonious union. Thereby, love will have to win eventually by having these obstacles overcome and the truth revealed. Although the movie and the novel are based on different stories, they both have mutual relationships through Shakespeare’s style of thoughts.  

Distinctly, the main action between the novel and the movie was very identical. This was the first major point that made the process of comparison easy between the two since they shared the same main action. The way love has fallen between the characters in Some Like it Hot was done the same way as in 12th Night except that the two guys who appeared as Josephine and Daphne had to deal with the obstacle of their one love because of their fake characters, whereas Viola had to deal with her lie and struggle with her love while she was also loved by another person. 


Another similarity that was also clear to be shared between the book and the movie was the tone which was taken from Shakespeare’s original play. They both had a light, cheerful, and melodramatic tone. As a reader, Shakespeare’s book and Billy Wilder’s movie did not seem attractive because of their informational background at the beginning. However, the attractive scenes did a good job in grabbing one’s attention to be curious for the coming scenes. The stories were very dramatic and interesting to be read and seen. Herewith, both the movie and the book had the same genre of comedic style, which enlightened the audience throughout the thrilling scenes that went further with hassling complications. In addition, the resolution of both the movie and the book were similar but different at a certain point. They ended happily by marriage, unification, as well as the revealed truth.  

With reference to the differences between the 12th Night and Some Like it Hot, the setting of the place and time were different. The book’s story took place in Illyria, England whilst the movie’s place was unknown. According to the time, there is big difference of 357 years because the book was written in 1600-1602, but the film was released in 1959. Yet, they are still old. Another detailed difference that has been noticed is the gender-bending performances. As we have previously mentioned, Shakespeare had Viola herself replace her brother’s role to be a boy. She was loved by a girl, but admired Orsino at the same time. Comparing both the book with the movie, Sugar Kane tends to act like Olivia. She fell in love with the sailor who happened to act like Josephine on the other hand, and she was also loved by Daphne, who is also a boy. So the book and the movie share common interests and character roles but counteractive; this is what distinguishes the differences among the two stories. Pointing back at the resolution in the two genres, they were different somehow because the book’s remarkable action ended with a song. In the movie, the ending quite differed in a way starting from the discussion about marriage between Joe and Daphne in the boat. Billy Wilder decided to end the story with a distinctive style where Joe made it remarkable and hilarious by two words: “Nobody’s perfect”, rather than a song like the 12th Night’s ending. 
Ultimately, although the movie and the novel are based on different stories, they both have mutual relationships through Shakespeare’s style of thoughts. Both genres tend to give the audience some confusing thoughts or doubts about the gender possibilities by referring to the opposite sex. Likewise, Billy Wilder concluded his story just like Shakespeare where he matched the heterosexual characters together. Logically, this is how it is supposed to be, since both stories share the same backgrounds along with the comedic style.
