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“It is hard to steal somebody’s shoes while they are wearing them and not have them notice. But that is what politicians have done…Not only that, but they replaced all our footwear with concrete boots” (Kintz). Stealing is considered one of the most top crimes that happen very often. Not any one could do that, because stealing requires special techniques in order to avoid getting caught. This is what one of the villagers did, when the dragon was sleeping. He followed what he was told, and stole a property of a dragon. Everyone knows how dragons are strong, and big enough to fight back. In spite of the dragon’s power, the dragon should not be blamed for its stolen property. Therefore, dragons should have the possession to protect their hoards as their right of legitimate property. 

Pursuing this further, the condemned thief knew that stealing the treasure by facing the dragon was impossible. Obviously, the dragon has the right to attack his surroundings and kill some people because of his anger. Also, Beowulf is the one who decided to set out to fight the dragon. Anyone who could be replaced in the dragon’s position would think the same, because Beowulf suddenly came to fight, which means that he holds something against the dragon. Perhaps the reason was the attack over the village (the dragon’s reaction), but as a king, he also has to make sure of the reason behind this. An actual king not only proves his power, but at least tries to so solve problems and handle the toughest situations. He could have inspected the situation regarding the dragon’s treasure, or at least find the thief rather than directly stabbing the dragon. From a personal point of view, the king certainly deserves the dragon’s reaction. If he only thought wisely, and took the dragon’s natural power into account, the king would have survived. They could have stolen his heart to receive the treasure very easily, without danger. Regardless of the dragon’s power, he could get hurt physically and emotionally. This will probably make the dragon feel bad and downgraded somehow. Because of that, the dragon should receive proper treatment in order to avoid any problems that may occur between him and Beowulf. This may help in achieving both the dragon and Beowulf’s goals. Specifically, the dragon will not be irritated anymore, whereas Beowulf would gain his want through his cooperation with the dragon. Undoubtedly, this will bring the best solution to save the whole situation. 


On the contrary, Beowulf has unfortunately used the violent way to do this. He should have considered the dragon’s reaction before involving himself into this battle. The reason behind this refers to the fact that any act of depredation (which may harm the dragon) will lead to serious issues. Consequently, it is known that the person who attacks the dragon may get harmed, injured, or even killed for committing such violent actions toward the dragon. The dragon’s incision was so deep to the extent that the knife got stuck! If a man who uses violence in his words expects a brutal attack from his opponent, then what should Beowulf expect for teasing and stabbing the dragon? The dragon certainly has the right to defend itself against Beowulf, since every creature with a soul has the right of self defense. Because of the wrong presumptions that others hold toward the dragon, it is fair for dragons to attack their opponent to guarantee their safety. Besides, the dragon suffered from serious distraction. In a matter of fact, his feelings were hurt, as well as his physical body. He got exposed to fatal injuries that caused in losing his strength and ability to fight enough to retrieve back his treasure.  

By all means, “life is a series of natural events based on day to day decisions; we attract what we fear most, and push away what we love, based on those decisions, causing natural reaction” (Luna). Jimmy Luna has explained the exact situation that occurred between the dragon and Beowulf. In contrast, the king’s reaction was only based on the first decision that he took or even the first thought that came into his mind when he heard about the chaos that the dragon caused in the village. He was simply attempting to fight the dragon, and took his decision quickly to clarify his image in front of the public (as a king). Based on the king’s decision, it seems that he did not handle any action from the dragon. The dragon breathes fire without the purpose of harming anyone. But, what made the dragon kill the king was his deviant behavior, violent attack, as well as his insistence on his decision. 

Accordingly, the dragon should have the possession to its hoards as well as the other legitimate properties. It is the dragon’s nature of behaviors, which is made from his original configuration from his creator. We all breathe in a different way; the dragon has his own way of breathing too. Nonetheless, others still try to perceive what they like, and fight what they dislike. This is another reason that falls behind the king and his behavior. He did not care for the dragon’s feelings at all, nor did he try to understand his emotions that held anger because of his stolen treasure! For that reason, the king gained what he deserves for he neglected the dragon and attacked him in an unacceptable way. Sadly, the dragon died with iniquity, yet, he proved his victory.
